TOOL TIPS:

Small Battery :  use a battery to test speaker wires.  Touching the (+) positive
and (-) negative baterry leads to a pair of speaker will cause the speaker to
make a “Pop” sound indicating that pair of wires goes to that speaker.
Voltage Meter :  Always check +12 Volt power wires for voltage before
making wire connections.  These wires will fluctuate between 10 and 14 Volts.
Solder Iron or Crimp Tool :  make wire to wire connections using either a
solder iron and electrical tape, OR plastic crimp terminals found at most
hardware or auto parts stores.PLUS:  Wire ties or electrical tape : to neatly bundle and organize your

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STEP 1:

To remove the radio, the entire dash panel
must be removed.  The best place to start is

in front of the steering wheel.

Locate and remove one (1) 7mm bolt/screw
located on the dash overhang above the
dash instruments in front of the steering

wheel.

STEP 2:

The panel below the steering wheel must be partially removed.  Hidden behind this panel is a 7mm
bolt/screw securing the upper dash panel.

Locate and remove two (2) 7mm bolt screws  (one each side of the steering wheel column)
securing the plastic panel below the steering wheel.

STEP 3:

When the screws have been removed, the
upper part of this lower dash panel can be
pulled back with your hands to access the

hidden screw.

Locate and remove one (1) 7mm bolt/screw
left of the steering wheel (as seen in the photo

above).

STEP 4:

When all screws have been removed, the dash
panel can be removed by pulling the dash from

the body of the main dash assembly.

With your fingers, grab and pull the bottom right
of the dash panel (below and to the right of the

stereo) until it begins to pull away from the body
of the dash assembly.

STEP 5:

Continue to pull the dash at the top right
corner, then the top of the dash panel in front
of the steering wheel, then the left side of the

dash panel until it has separated from the
body of the dash assembly (as seen in the

photo above).

General Motors vehicles manufactured after 1989 have
a smaller antenna connector than standard antenna
cables.  When you install a new radio, this smaller GM
antenna cable will not fit properly into the antenna plug
on the new radio.  You will need an adapter called a GM
antenna adapter  to convert this smaller sized GM
antenna cable over to the standard size antenna
needed for the new radio.

STEP 6:

If you have a control box  (usually the rear window wiper control switch) located to the left of
the radio, this control box will have to be unplugged.  Reach around to the rear of the dash panel
and push the control box until it unsnaps and pops free out the front of the dash panel (as seen
in the photo above).  You will now be able to unplug the connector from the rear of the control

box.

STEP 7:

The dash panel can now be pulled away to
gain access to the radio.  You do NOT need to

completely remove the dash panel.  Follow
these instructions will allow you to move the
dash panel, away from the radio, by moving
the dash panel so you can set it on top of the

steering wheel or top of the dash.

Wiring The New Radio

STEP 8:

The radio is secured to the dash with two (2)
7mm bolt screws.  Locate and remove one

screw on each side of the radio.  Pull the radio
out of the dash.  Unplug the black cable

plugged into the rear of the radio.  Unplug the
wire harness connector plugged into the rear of

the radio.  The radio can now be completely
removed from the dash (as seen in the photo

to the left).

STEP 2:

This is a typical radio installation kit needed
for this vehicle.  Notice the brackets

attached to the sides of the kit.  This is the
proper bracket configuration needed for this

vehicle.
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Completing The Radio Installation

STEP 1:

Depending upon the depth of the new radio and
the type of radio installation kit you use, you

may have problems inserting the new radio into
the dash.  New radios are usually deeper than
the General Motors radio.  In this vehicle, the
rear of the GM radio was held in place by a

plastic bracket with a hole in it.  The rear of the
new radio may hit this bracket and prevent the

new radio from installing completely in the dash.
If this happens you will have to break off or
saw off this plastic bracket so that the new

radio will properly fit into the dash.  The
quickest way to break off this bracket is to grab
the top of the bracket with pliers and twist and
pull until the plastic snaps and breaks away.

STEP 2:

Mount the radio to the installation kit as shown
in the “Mount New Radio” section.

Insert the radio/kit assembly into the dash.

Plug the GM antenna adapter into the antenna
cable in the dash.  Plug the other end of the

antenna adapter into the rear of the new radio.
(TIP:  after plugging the antenna cable into the

GM antenna adapter, wrap the connection area
with electrical tape to prevent the connectors

from separating due to vibration).

Make sure all wire connections for the new radio
have been completed and plug in any

connectors to the rear of the new radio.

Secure the radio installation kit with the same
7mm bolt/screws that had originally secured the

GM radio.

The power and speaker wires needed to connect the new radio are attached to
the connector of the wire harness located inside the vehicles dash.  The Install
Doctor STRONGLY recommends using an optional snap on wire harness that is
specifically designed to snap into the vehicles dash wire harness connector.
This will keep you from cutting the vehicles wires.  This optional snap on wire
harness will have wires on the opposite side of the connector that will allow you
to splice these wires to the new radios wires.  The only other option is to cut off
the vehicles dash wire harness connector and splice the new radios wires
directly to these wires.  The optional snap on wire harness takes all the guess
work out of trying to figure out what each wire is in the vehicles dash wire
harness.  The optional snap on wire harness shows you what each wire is.

(Note: the radio shown is for display purposes and may not be similar in
size or dimensions than the auto makers factory radio in your vehicle)

Before you begin:  The radio installation kit needed for this vehicle is
shown below in pictorial form.  This kit is SPECIFICALLY designed for
General Motors vehicles which use a General Motors radio with side
brackets attached to it that are not removable.  Most GM radio installation

kits are designed so that the brackets attached to the General Motors radio can be
unscrewed, removed, and attached with screws to the radio installation kit.  However,
because this vehicles radio has metal brackets attached to the side of the radio which
are not removable, no other variations of General Motors radio installation kits will work,
unless the manufacturer of that kit includes brackets with the kit that can be attached to
the side of the kit which will allow the kit to work with this vehicle.

Adjust the nuts by spinning them
forward or back to adjust the depth that the new
radios shafts protrude out the front of the kit. To
assure a “flush” and professional appearance, make
sure that the new radios front face plate is flush with
the new radios display box that is visible through the
opening of the installation kit.  Complete the
installation by securing the front face plate with the
remaining nuts provided with the new radio.  The
new radio is secured to the installation kit by
“sandwiching” the installation kit between the new
radios front face plate and the nuts spun onto the
shafts of the radio behind the installation kit.
